Definition Of Aggravated Battery--Food Containing Foreign Substance Or Object-As Of 

July 1, 2011 
 

 A person commits the offense of aggravated battery when he knowingly gives to another 
person any food that contains any [ (substance) (object) ] that is intended to cause physical injury 
if eaten.
